EDITORIAL BOARD
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Vice-Chancellor’s Desk

Rajiv Gandhi University (Formerly Arunachal University), established
in 1984, had acquired the Central University status on 9™ April 2007, by
an act of Parliament. Being the only affiliating University in the state,
the University has affiliated 28 colleges so far. This includes 12
Government Colleges, 7 private degree colleges, 1 Private Law College,
7 private B.Ed. Colleges and 1 Private Homeopathy Medical College.
The University offers P.G. Programmes in 18 subjects along with M.
Phil. and Ph.D. programmes in all Departments except in the
B Dcpartments of Mass Communication, Physics, Chemistry and
Sociology. The University also runs 2 Institutes i.e. Arunachal Institute of Tribal Studies
(AITS) and Institute of Distance Education (IDE). In addition to the above courses, the
University has been offering various skill based short-term courses viz. B.Ed. Programme,
P.G. Diploma in Hospitality Management & Tourism, Mass Communication, Banking and
Insurance, Functional Hindi, Diploma in Pre-Primary Teacher Education and an Advanced
P.G. Diploma in Disaster Management, Bio-Diversity, besides Certificate Courses in
Geographic Information System, Graphics and Animation, Tribal Languages and Yoga
Therapy.

Our faculty members are constantly encouraged to attend refresher courses,
orientation programmes, seminars, conferences, workshops etc., in various Indian and
Overseas Universities. With varied experiences, various Departments in the University
are conducting a series of seminars, conferences, workshops etc. during the period. Many
distinguished academicians and scientists from within and outside the region participated
in the programmes as key speakers and resource persons. We are trying to formulate
strategies for academic improvement through such programmes. The University
conducted XIII™ University Convocation on 30" November 2013 which was graced by
Hon’ble President of India, Sri Pranab Mukherjee as Chief Guest who delivered the
convocation address. The University also conducted Inter-College Youth Festival during
March 2014 with an objective to bring the youth of the state closer and closer to each
other to promote unity and fraternity among them. Students from various affiliated
colleges participated in the programme.

The University has been producing a considerable number of Ph. D scholars and
NET /SLET qualified students. It indicates the quality of our teaching. The construction
of faculty buildings, a multi-purpose conventional centre and a mini auditorium are
underway and expected to be completed shortly. I believe, academic excellence should
match with the infrastructure build up to attain the standard and status to reckon with a
Central University.

I am fully confident that the future of academic and research activities in Rajiv
Gandhi University is bright. Presently 42 major research projects are going on. The
University will be able to leap forward and reach its desired height in due course of time.

About Rajiv Gandhi University

Rajiv Gandhi University (formerly Arunachal University) is the premier institution of
higher education in the state of Arunachal Pradesh completing twenty-eight years of its
existence. Late Smt. Indira Gandhi, the then Prime Minister of India, laid the foundation stone of
the University on 4t February 1984. Subsequently, it started its postgraduate teaching from the
academic session 1988-89 at Rono Hills, where the present campus is located. The University
was converted into a Central University by Act of Parliament of India which came into force
from 9™ April 2007 as per a notification of Ministry of Human Resource Development (MHRD),
Government of India.

The campus at Rono Hills is nestled on a picturesque tableland in the outskirts of
Itanagar, the Capital of Arunachal Pradesh. It is at a distance of 7 kms. From the National
Highway 52-A which leads to Itanagar.

The affiliating jurisdiction of the University encompasses all the existing colleges in the state
that include:

1) Twelve (12) Government Degree Colleges;

i1) Six (6) Private Degree Colleges;

111) One (1) Private Law College;

iv) Five (5) Private B.Ed. College; and

V) One (1) Private Homoeopathy Medical College

In the University itself, Post-graduate programmes are offered in 18 Departments;
Anthropology, Botany, Chemistry, Commerce, Computer Science, Economics, Education,
English, Geography, Hindi, History, Management, Mathematics, Mass Communication, Physics,
Political Science, Sociology and Zoology. The Arunachal Institute of Tribal Studies (AITS)
offers an inter-disciplinary M.Phil. Course and a Postgraduate programme in Anthropology. In
addition to this, all the departments in the University offer Ph.D. programmes. The University
runs BCA, P.G. Diploma in Hospitality Management and Tourism, Certificate Course in Disaster
Management and Certificate Course in Geographic Information System. In 2013-14, the
University started post graduate programme in Anthropology.

The University has been striving to maintain high standards both in teaching and research
in order to achieve excellence. Years of concerted efforts of the University have shown the signs
of qualitative as well as quantitative progress. The research activities of the University are being
strengthened by increasing the number of registered Ph.D. scholars and also by taking up many
research projects funded by external agencies. The total number of published books and research
articles has shown a significant rise. Two Research Journals, one each in English and Hindi, are
published regularly. The Rono Post, the Rajiv Gandhi University news letter is published half-
yearly.

The University has been organizing a number of conferences, seminars, symposia and
workshops in order to generate disseminate and upgrade knowledge on various key issues.

The University currently has internet access through the services provided by VSAT
Facility. Internet is provided through 2 mbps leased line link and 1 Mbps DAMA VSAT link
from ERNET India, New Delhi. In addition, 1Gbps National Knowledge Network (NKN) link
has also been commissioned to the University through which university receives 10-20 Mbps
internet bandwith.

The University also runs a project namely Women Technology Park which imparts
training to unemployed women on mushroom cultivation, sericulture, modified loom, ornamental
fish, etc.

In a short span of around 30 years Rajiv Gandhi University has matured into an
institution with proven academic excellence, social commitment and cultural interest with a clear
vision for its future growth.



Achievements of the University during 2013-14

The academic session of the University started in July’2012. During the session 1498
students were enrolled in various Departments of the University of which 54.07 percentage
students were female students.

During 2013-14 twenty-four M. Phil and sixteen Doctoral students were awarded in
various Courses/Subjects of the University. The details are provided in Annexure No.VI

The faculty members of the University must be credited for bringing large amount of
funding through a number of research projects funded by various external agencies like DBT,
ICAR, UGC, ICSSR, NBFGR, DIT, MAKALI, Ministry of Environment and Forest etc.

During the year 2013-14, 14 Books and a number research papers were published by
Faculty members which are a significant increase over the last year. The detailed list of
Published Books/Research Papers/Articles has been provided in the profile of the respective
departments.

The percentage of students during NET/SLET and other National Tests during the
reference year has been fairly high.

1. The University celebrated its 31" foundation day on 4™ February, 2014 with great
enthusiasm by organizing Foundation Day Lecture. Dr. Dipankar Pal, Director NERIST and
well known technologist has delivered the foundation day lecture on the topic ‘Some
Thoughts to Share (With Obscured Relevance to Effective Learning and Qualitative
Change)’.

Arunachal Institute of Tribal Studies (AITS)
Year of Inception: 1995
About the Department: The Arunachalee Society is multi-cultural and multi-lingual. Though
the rich assemblage of myriad cultures and languages of the state has attracted scholars and
academics over the decades, very little headway has been made in the preservation, promotion
and projection of their treasured cultural heritage, incredible indigenous knowledge system, etc.
Realizing the great responsibility cast upon the University in this regard, a special clause has
been enshrined in the first schedule, Section 4 of the University Act, 1984 (as amended up to
1993), which reads, “The University shall endeavour through research, education, training and
extension to play a positive role in the socio-economic development of Arunachal Pradesh, based
on the rich heritage, to advance the culture of its people”.
As a follow up, the provision for a Centre for Tribal Studies, was included in the University
Ordinance No. 11.1 (viii), which came into effect on 02.05.1988. Eventually, the UGC has
approved the up-gradation of the Centre for Tribal Studies to a department with the mandate to
run a regular M.Phil. Programme in addition to the research programmes (vide UGC’s letter No.
F.53-2/94 (SU-11 dated 23.12.1994).
Prof. Tamo Mibang, who joined the University in the capacity as Head of the Department of
Tribal Studies on 18" August 1995, initiated the activities of the Department. Thus, the
Department came into existence on 18" August 1995.
Though the department could, within the time span of a decade, undertake many of the
programmes enunciated in the perspective plan the uniqueness of Arunachalee society demands a
concentrated action to preserve, promote, project and sustain the rich heritage indigenous
knowledge system, especially in the area of ethno medicine, ethno music, performing arts,
language, folklore, handicrafts, educating process, management of forest resources and
ecosystem, etc. that are declining and decaying due to the onslaught of modernization and alien
influence.

In order to extend its programmes to preserve, promote rejuvenate and project the myriad
tribal culture of the people of Arunachal Pradesh, a committee was constituted to prepare a
vision for the Department (vide notification No. AC-150/2000/TS/4443 dated 8" October 2004).
On the basis of the vision prepared by the committee in its meeting held on 23™ November 2004
and in pursuance of E.C. resolution No. EC:49:09 dated 6" September, 2005, the Department of
Tribal Studies was elevated. Accordingly, as per notification No. AC-150/2000/TS dated 22"
November 2005; the Department has been elevated and re-designated as: Arunachal Institute of
Tribal Studies (AITS).

About the Department:Department of Anthropology has been formally started as a new
department within Rajiv Gandhi University from 1% June 2012 with the joining of Prof. Sarit K.
Chaudhuri, the founder head of the department. This has followed by the joining of three
Assistant Professors, Dr. Dhritiman Sarma, Dr. Mohammad Asghar and Ms. Radhe Amung,
representing three fundamental branches of Anthropology. However, the Post Graduate Course
in Anthropology actually began in 2001 as part of academic programmes in Arunachal Institute
of Tribal Studies (AITS) and all faculty members of the Institute contributed irrespective of their
disciplinary affiliation for the growth of Anthropology as a discipline as well as knowledge base.

Thrust Area of the department: As the dept includes faculties from all 3 branches of
Anthropology (Socio-cultural Anthropology, Physical Anthropology, Archaeology), hence the
study area shall be expanded to all 3 disciplines though at present specialization is offered in
Cultural Anthropology. Department already initiated steps to build laboratory facilities for all
branches of Anthropology so that students are exposed to contemporary development as well as
expansive horizon of Anthropology. Department is currently revising existing syllabus to
incorporate new areas under teaching, such as, Anthropology of Borderland, Gender and
Anthropology etc.

Department is committed to build up networks with important organizations/ institutes of the
region, country as well as globe to facilitate teaching and research on various emergent issues of
human society at large irrespective of ethnic divides. Department is also planning to take up
emergent and urgent state specific issues within the research agenda which may provide certain
feedback for different policies of the Government of Arunachal Pradesh.

Moreover, students
got the chances to experience various research methodologies like survey, interview, observation
(both participation and non participation) and case study using various devices like questionnaire
schedule, voice recorder and camera.

The faculty of Life Sciences was started with the establishment of the Dept. of Botany
and the Dept. of Zoology in July 1997.

The UGC has given a number of research fellowships in science for
meritorious students pursuing Ph. D. It has also a Bioinformatics Centre established in the year
2007 with financial support from the Department of Biotechnology, Govt. of India, New Delhi

Under 12" plan the
department has received funding from UGC under “New Research initiative and Outreach
programmes’”.
