Part-1ll Session-wise Details

3.1: Inaugural Session: The inaugural session was held on 14™ December, 2021 from 9.30 am
onwards.

Homeswar Goswami, in his presidential address, stressed on the need for adequate provisioning of merit
goods and social infrastructure as there is a strong positive linkage between social infrastructure and
economic development. Dr. Hemanta Meitei, Secretary NEEA spoke about the NEEA and its activities
and Prof. Vandana Upadhyay the chairperson of the organizing committee delivered the welcome address
and felicitated the dignitaries and delegates. Dr. N. T. Rikam, Registrar of Rajiv Gandhi University,
hoped that the two-day deliberation would come out with strategies and suggestions to mitigate the
impact of pandemic.
